A Proven Record of Defeating Givebacks
When Row A kept members in the dark during contract 
negotiations, we launched a campaign to get members the 
facts and reject UPS’s weak first offer.

We Stopped Millions in Wage Cuts: We stopped 
Row A and UPS from taking away 10 cents from our raise 
and saved members $3.75 million over the life of the contract. 

We Saved 25 & Out: We united members to win a 
contract that reversed the 30 percent pension cut and saved 
25 & Out for all members—a victory Row A said was impossible.
